Objectives

Itinerary

We will be taking part in a ‘Monsters in Miniature’ activity which involves doing a bug hunt in the
woodland and in the meadow, discussing the similarities and differences between the two habitats
and the minibeasts found in them. We will then have a picnic in the park and enjoy some time on
the adventure playground. We will return back to school by the end of the day. Children need to be
collected at the normal time.

Lunch

All children will need a packed lunch. As children in Year 1&2 are entitled to receive universal
free school meals, your child can be provided with a free packed lunch (please confirm on ParentPay
if you would like the school to provide your child with a packed lunch). However, they will still need
to bring a drink of water or squash {no fizzy drinks please). If you choose to provide your child’s
packed lunch, please make sure it is in a named disposable bag.

. There will be a minimum of 7 adults with the class on this trip.
