Family Learning classes are taught at libraries, Children’s Family 
and Wellbeing Centres, schools, online and in the community.

For parents of children aged 6 months to 3 years, Family Learning deliver courses 
focused on sensory play, storytime fun, arts and craft s and encourage development of 
fi ne motor skills, nutrition, healthy eating and learning through play.

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Support with costs
What is the Discretionary Learner Support Fund?
At GoLearn, we know that course fees alone are not the only 
financial costs learners face.

You can claim up to £405 (per child, per course, per term) to help cover the cost 
of childcare whilst you are in class, up to £116 to cover the cost of transport, and 
up to £58 to cover resources like textbooks and stationery.
