St Mary’s ‘Early Birds and Night Owls’ wraparound service is designed to provide a safe, engaging and nurturing environment for children outside
of regular school hours. Our program focusses on fostering social skills, creativity and academic development, ensuring peace of mind for parents
while their children enjoy enriching activities.

Frequently Asked Questions

What is wraparound childcare?
This refers to care provided before and after the standard school day. The St Mary’s Early Birds and Night Owls provision will run from 7.30am to 6.00pm during
term time. It supports working families by extending the hours children are cared for in a safe, structured environment.

Who can access wraparound provision?
Our wraparound provision is available to all St Mary’s School children.




What activities are offered during wraparound care?
We will be offering a number of different activities that include; arts and craft, outdoor play, homework support, reading time and games. Children will be able to
choose the activities they wish to take part in. The aim is to balance fun, learning and relaxing downtime.

How do I book a place for my child?
The quickest and easiest way to book a place would be to book via the Arbor app or you can ring the office on 01455 637477.

How do I make payment
Payment is made by card when you book your child’s place. You will have to ensure funds are available to do this transaction.

Can I use childcare vouchers or tax-free childcare to pay?

Yes, we accept childcare vouchers and tax-free childcare vouchers. These vouchers can be used to pay for any registered childcare provider, including
wraparound care. These are the details you will need to set up your account:

What qualifications do staff have?
Staff are all first aid trained, safequarding trained as well as other relevant academic and medical training. Where further training is required for specific
children, we will ensure this is put in place.

What is the adult to child ratio?
We will abide by statutory regulations depending on the age of the child to ensure safe and quality care for all of our children.

Is wraparound care available during school holidays?
At the moment, the wraparound care provision will be run during school term time. There are plans to explore care during the summer holidays and we will
ensure that we keep parents and carers informed of any new developments.

Are there charges for being late for pick up?
No, as long as this is not a regular occurrence.

When will I be able to book a place for my child?
Places are now available to book on the Arbor app under the Clubs section.

How far in advance can I book sessions for my child?
Parents can book sessions up to one hour before the session starts. There are no other restrictions for when parents can book sessions — this can be up to a
year in advance.




What i_f my child has additional needs?

We aim to be an inclusive wraparound provision so all children will be catered for. If you have any specific questions about your child, please do not
hesitate to contact the school.

My child currently attends the breakfast and after school provision. Do I need to book this one instead or carry on as it is and then move
across when it finishes?

Children will automatically be guaranteed a place, but you will need to re-register by 13" April 2026.
